(the highest court in Korea) will now review the case and determine if 
the impeachment will stand. In the meantime, President Park has 
been stripped of her power and 
the prime minister (Hwang Kyo 
Ahn / 황교안, a loyal Park 

supporter) has become the acting 
president. Much uncertainty remains as President Park is vowing to fight 
against the will of the people and the decision of the National Assembly by 
contesting her impeachment. Many Koreans continue to protest and hope for an 
honest and just government for their country. The need for these people to be 
personally engaged with the Gospel has never been greater. We are excited 
about the task that the Lord has called us to. We look forward to our arrival in 
Korea with eager anticipation. 

    Our current support level is 64%. We praise the Lord for blessing us with 
safety and profitable meetings. We also praise the Lord for giving us several 
opportunities to witness to lost souls recently. Thank you so much for your 
faithful prayer and financial support. May the Lord bless you as you serve Him
