In the summer of 2014, when my wife and
| lived in Korea, we visited the city of Suwon. This
dynamic city has over one million residents that
live around an ancient fortress. As we walked
through one of the downtown neighborhoods, we
saw a large statue of Buddha on top of a hill.
When we climbed the hill, we noticed a room
beneath the statue. Inside were several thousand
small figurines inscribed with people’s names. It was sobering to learn that each one represented a deceased
Buddhist. As | contemplated so many souls that had died without Christ, | felt the urgency to reach Koreans with the
Gospel before it is eternally too late. Please pray that the Lord will use us mightily to preach His Gospel in Korea.
